	Gen. 2:24 - Therefore shall a man leave his father and his mother, and shall cleave unto his wife: and they shall be one flesh.
	Prov. 5:15-20 – drink water form you own cistern…rejoice with the wife of your youth…
	I Cor. 7:1-2 … It is good for a man not to touch a woman. Nevertheless, to avoid fornication, let every man have his own wife, and let every woman have her own husband.
	Mt.5:28.. whosoever looks on a woman to lust after her hath committed adultery with her already in his heart.
	Titus 2:4-5 - That they may teach the young women to be…discreet, chaste…
	I Tim.2:9 …that the women adorn themselves in modest apparel…

IV.	Exacerbation
Gen. 6:5 - And God saw that the wickedness of man was great in the earth, and that every imagination of the thoughts of his heart was only evil continually.
	Matt. 15:19 – for out of the heart proceedeth evil thoughts, murders, adulteries, fornications…
Rom. 5:5-8 For they that are after the flesh do mind the things of the flesh; but they that are after the Spirit the things of the Spirit. For to be carnally minded is death; but to be spiritually minded is life and peace. Because the carnal mind is enmity against God: for it is not subject to the law of God, neither indeed can be. So then they that are in the flesh cannot please God.
	Gal. 5:19 – now the works of the flesh are evident: adultery, fornication, uncleanness, lewdness.
Gal. 5:17 - or the flesh lusteth against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh: and these are contrary the one to the other: so that ye cannot do the things that ye would.
Hence – Man in his fallen state is innately predisposed toward sexual sin. Illegitimate desire, presentation, pursuit and consummation are endemic to hi nature. The outworking of this sexual sin is only restrained by the grace of God.
